Eligibility Certificate (to be procured before the Admission Process)

Selected Candidates with Bachelors’ degree from Universities other than Rajiv Gandhi
University of Health Sciences (RGUHS), Karnataka, need to apply for the Eligibility
Certificate and submit the same to the Academic Section. Failure to produce the Eligibility
Certificate and original documents as required by the Academic Section within the stipulated
time and without the written permission of the Director, will be considered
INELIGIBLE for admission.

After the completion of the Academic Section procedures, the candidates shall proceed to the
fee payment counter at the Accounts Section for the payment of fees.
